Minor Requirements: 6 courses including
3 CORE+ 1 TOPICS +1 LAB + 1 elective (any course including indep. studies)
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3 CORE courses required for each seminar. Each seminar also requires one topics course as indicated by the colored arrows. If a

seminar has two arrows to it, either one of those topics can serve as the prereq.

Any one developmental seminar (3010, 3011), any one social seminar (3035, 30XX), and any one neuroscience seminar (3050, 3054,
3055) may count toward the seminar requirement.

Classes taken abroad typically count as topics or elective courses. They rarely satisfy requirements for lab, seminar, research methods

or data analysis.
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
