A BRIEF SUMMARY

The housing lottery is the process through which rising sophomores, juniors and seniors are assigned

on-campus housing. The process consists of four different lottery application deadlines and their
corresponding lotteries. Each lottery is a separate entity. When students enter each lottery, they are
assigned a random lottery number based on year of graduation and current credits. Groups,
Roommate Pairs, or Blocks will only receive one lottery number.
